❖ Pre-Sharpened #2 Pencils (no mechanical pencils)
❖ Eraser
❖ Small manual pencil sharpener with a lid to catch shavings
❖ Crayons (16 to 24 Pack)
❖ Colored Pencils (12 to 24 Pack)

❖ Washable Markers (10 to 12 Pack)

❖ Dry Erase Markers (4 pack)
❖ Glue Sticks
