Class
discussion of what you already know about puberty. Pre-test and exit ticket.

Day 2: Puberty and the Male and Female Reproductive System. Shows a drawing of the parts of the
male and female reproductive systems. Identify physical and emotional changes of puberty. Watch a
video.

Day 3: Reproduction. Students do a worksheet where they name the different parts of male and female
anatomy and learn about menstruation, fertilization, and nocturnal emissions.

Day 4: Personal Hygiene and Healthy Habits, and What is Love? Create a personal puberty plan to deal
with the physical and emotional changes of puberty. Brief discussion of the difference between liking,
loving, and romantic love with definitions of the following terms: heterosexual, homosexual, gay, lesbian
and bisexual.

Day 5: Social and Emotional Changes. What can you expect about social and emotional changes of
puberty? Group work with sample student biographies of students who are having a tough time with the
changes of puberty.
